Imagine your office is a
shopping mall and your job is
making people look good.

How busy is your inbox?
Styling is the type of job where
I always have people emailing,
calling, walking in from the
mall because they’ve been
wandering for three hours and
haven’t found anything.

In that sense, I’m always
working – always watching.

How do I get your job?
I am really passionate about
mentoring young stylists and
helping them get into the
industry.

We always have about five
interns with us, but there will
usually only be one or two who
really show initiative.

People think it’s glamorous,
and it’s all models and fashion,
but the truth isn’t so
glamorous.

You need to be happy
talking to all sorts of people,
and thinking on your feet
whether she’s size 6 or a
size 22.

Where do you hope to go to
from here?
I’ve been styling six years now,
and I’ve come to a point where
I can choose who I work with.
